In new language learning, so many people "start" a course but so few actually finish it completely!  They get bored, distracted or discouraged ... or they speak with a terrible accent for ever afterwards ... and nobody will ever dare to tell them ... by contrast AGL provides such a short, efficient and effective course, that every learner always completes the program.

In the year 2000 a new development in AGL system was introduced.  It was the dynamic concept of the "Creative Learning Experience" (CLE) ,  whereby the learner is taught to relax completely in mind and body for only five minutes.  With CLE, the learner finds in in both his/her conscious and his/her sub-conscious mind, a wonderful new resource, which reinforces his/her personal motivation and capacity to learn efficiently and effectively,  with  an AGL program.

This fits well with the basic paradigm (concept) of AGL, that language learning an "emotional" rather than a "rational" experience; it is a natural human function that is more non-conscious than conscious; it is a way of "caring" about people and "reaching out" to communicate; it is the very essence of good human relationships. 

AGL seeks to show that everyone can communicate in a new language, if they are willing to use a new media; this involves giving up some if the mature personality and respect of the adult, to learn anew, almost as a child learns, because a new language is like another life ...

The mature learner needs is an intensive emotional experience which brings those quick rewards, which motivate the learner to continue and not give up.  In language learning "success" is the key motivator to progress. Lack of success despite effort, is depressing and de-motivating. Thus the learner needs both "intensive" action and very personal emotional "care" to encourage and support his motivation. Such caring is critical! 

By providing a pre-learning experience for one hour a day (over two days) the learner can begin to train the "ear" to tune in to the music of the new language; and can begin to train the "throat" to make new sounds. The learner must seek language "excellence" not mere competence; the learner must begin to overcome the fear and embarrassment of being a child again (and sometimes even looking a little foolish) in the new language.

The main computer/partner based course of four hours, must be intensive to get through enough material to reward the learner with some competence very quickly. Only 200 new words and phrases is a very difficult task for one morning, but it can reward the learner with the ability to begin say some things with a "beautiful accent" and to ask questions with confidence. 

The trained partner provides the "care" and the emotional support to continue and achieve what seems to be an impossible task in only four hours; emotionally it is very wearing. The learner cannot do it alone. Thus some computer assisted learning with wonderful graphics but no partner, are boring after only one hour and a four hour session is unthinkable! Under ICL the partner is there all the time to encourage the four hours of learning to be completed!

After the first course, one week of "learning maintenance" puts the computer program into text format (60pp) for individual review to "understand everything" over the week without formal teaching. The language is "absorbed" as the audio tape continues to be played as both conscious and non-conscious learning.

Finally the second four hour computer/partner based course is achieved in only about two hours, as clear feedback to the learner of progress made and as motivation for future learning, with any other language course or teacher or simply with everyone around the learner.

Thus the concept of AGL is for everyone to begin and finish the program with positive emotional reaction, either as "lift-off" in a new language or "accent improvement" in a language already learned but spoken with terrible accent, which like "halitosis" no-one dares to talk about! 

With AGL basic confidence and the "right accent" the learner can call upon everyone to help him/her to progress. Without such basics, help is difficult if not impossible.  Even a phrase book "comes to life" when the learner has basic language structure in the non-conscious mind and the "right accent" instinctively on his lips..

ROLE OF THE PARTNER


a.
The Partner is the key to working for four hours intensively; he/she creates a learning environment in a separate private room with computer, audio cassette and a relaxing atmosphere where the learner can "act out" the learning without any personal embarrassment and where the high level of background noise (audio tape played loudly) creates no complaints. 

              She trains the learner in CLE and provides the "caring"; learning by computer alone for one hour is possible, but for four hours impossible; too boring!! So she provides the social input; she is a natural speaker of the "Target Language" with a high caliber accent and she has good English competence; she has a good voice (a bit theatrical for exaggeration) and an attractive outgoing personality.

             She creates a "Theater of learning" which is FUN!! 


b.
She DOES: briefly interpret screen instructions and summarize the learning 

              philosophy (learning by doing and absorbing); she works the computer (at first); 

              she plays the audio tape loudly/softly all the morning; she laughs a lot; she 

              CONTINUALLY encourages and rewards the learner ("well done" ... "that's it" ... 

             "yes that's good").

             She shows how to PRONOUNCE every new word for the first time (with theatrical exaggeration!!!); she continually corrects pronunciation; she encourages "shouting" or "singing" of difficult words/phrases; she INSISTS on completing all of the work in the morning; she insists the learner speaks ONLY the target language (as much as possible!!); cuts the work to fit the time (must complete the program in the morning); she provides (at the end of the morning) the Learning Maintenance Pack for study during one week ("I want you to really understand everything in this pack"). 

             She sets the appointment for the learning reinforcement the following week (another morning); she answers questions (during coffee break and after the program); she makes the learning a THEATER OF FUN ... JUST FOR THE MORNING 

              And she makes sure that the learner has done the FULL pre-learning activity (two hours listening and IMITATING of the audio tape BEFORE she allows him to do the program)..

              If NO partner is available the VERY highly motivated learner can use the audio tape as a substitute for the partner (not as effective but it can work well ONLY with very high motivation!!!). He/she can locate on the tape the "Accent/Structure Exercise" and play it along with the computer program. Similarly for each section he can play the basic vocabulary sounds from the tape. HOWEVER A PARTNER IS 1000% MORE EFFICIENT AND EFFECTIVE!!
